· Safety

	Identify any risks of injury from flooring, cages, equipment, electricity, zoonoses and animals.




· Environment

(Air exchange, temperature, humidity, light and noise must be maintained within the limits compatible with the health and well-being of the animals)

	Is lighting sufficient, or excessive for the species?

Is the smell satisfactory?
Are noise levels tolerable, or excessive for the species?

Is air circulation system/ ventilation providing an adequate exchange of air?

Is the humidity appropriate for the species?
Is temperature appropriate to the species and the function of the room?

Can the animal house be cooled and heated?

What contingency plans cover the breakdown of heating/ cooling unit?

How many animals are held per cage?
How many cages per room?

What environment enrichment has been provided?


	· Animal Care Records:

      Is a record system in place, in which, daily notes regarding animal care are kept within the room or within close proximity to where the animals are housed?
      Is an Animal health monitoring sheet being used?
     Does this record track the re-use of animals for more than one project?

· Have precautions been taken to prevent the entry of unauthorised people?
