Animal Research Authorities (ARA's) – who needs them?

Anyone involved in the use of animals for research, including teaching, field trials and surveys, will need an ARA, whether staff or students. It may include animal care staff or voluntary workers if they are taking part in a research project. 

• It is an offence for a person to conduct animal research without an ARA •

How do you get an ARA?

ARA applications should be submitted to the Animal Care and Ethics Committee (ACEC). Generally, when the ACEC considers a new animal research or teaching proposal for approval, it also considers the qualifications and experience of the people involved in the project. If satisfactory, the ACEC will issue an ARA to each person nominated on the application form. New researchers or applicants added to a project following its approval must lodge an ARA application form prior to their commencement on the project. Authorities will be issued by the ACEC on behalf of the University.

How do ARA's apply to class teaching activities?

The ACEC can issue an ARA to the lecturer/tutor/demonstrator for practical class/laboratory activities, which use animals. This ARA will also identify the class, which will be involved in the activity. The University keeps a central record of all students involved in practical classes, which can be cross-referenced to the class named on the ARA.

An ARA will :

-identify UWS ACEC as the issuing authority;

-identify the person who issued the authority;

-identify the person/class to whom the authority is issued;

-describe both the type of animal research and the approved research project;

-identify the site on which the research is to be carried out;

-specify any conditions set out by the ACEC, and

-specify the date of issue and the duration for which the authority is valid.

Duration of ARA’s

Unless withdrawn, an ARA remains in force for 12 months from the date of issue or for a shorter, specified period. Where projects are approved for 1-3 year duration, renewal of ARA’s occurs automatically on the expiry date of the previously issued ARA. An ARA may be cancelled at any time by UWS.
